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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

June 2, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on June 2, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:00 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the May 19, 2014 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had a Performance Bond for the Anson Southwest Business District for the Commissioners’ approval.  It is in the amount of $359,913.60.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Performance Bond.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
Attorney Clutter then presented an agreement between Judy Thomas Sheerer and the Commissioners.  This is in regards to her property on 200 West Right of Way, just South of Blubaugh.  The agreement was that part of her fence was going to be relocated by the Highway Department therefore we needed to have her sign a Right of Entry to allow the Highway Department to go in and relocate that fence.  The Commissioners had agreed to allow her, a little bit South of there, to keep the fence in the Right of Way so he drafted an Encroachment License so she has a legal right to have that fence there.  Should, in the future, the fence be removed or it gets damaged or destroyed, the Encroachment License is null and void.  Also, if the County decides to reconstruct 200 W in that area, the County can always withdraw from the Encroachment License.  Mrs. Sheerer’s son is her Power of Attorney and he has signed the forms and returned them to Attorney Clutter.  According to Attorney Clutter, the Commissioners had already approved the Encroachment License so all they needed to do is sign it.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Right of Entry.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF ORDINANCE RE-ESTABLISHING CCD FUND AND INCREASING THE TAX RATE

Mrs. Marcia Wilhoite, Boone County Councilperson, was present to request that the Commissioners consider approving Ordinance 2014-03 which would be the first step to possibly re-establishing the CCD Fund and increasing the tax rate.  Mrs. Wilhoite explained that due to the timeline with the County’s budget process the timeline to re-establish the CCD Fund and increase the tax rate is now.  If they wait, it will not take effect until a year later.  Wilhoite explained that they do not have the numbers yet for the budgeting process; therefore, they do know that approximately $800,000 was budgeted for the Cum Cap Development Fund and the County received a little over $400,000 at the current rate.  They have a $600,000 investment fund.  They won’t receive the numbers from Umbaugh until after the middle of June so they would like to start this process should they need it during the budget hearing.  Wilhoite stated they are currently working on a 5 year budget for the Cum Cap Fund and what is spent from that fund takes care of all the annual buildings, property, equipment and maintenance.  Attorney Clutter read the first reading of this Ordinance.  Should the Commissioners approve this today, the second reading will be June 16, at which time they would hold a Public Hearing.  Should this pass there is a 30 day remonstrance period.  The rate is capped at $0.0333 on each $100 of assessed valuation.  Mrs. Wilhoite stated that this needs to be part of the 2014 Assessment payable in 2015.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Ordinance.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF CONTRACT FOR MAPLEVIEW
Attorney Clutter presented a contract for renewal with FSSA for RCAP funding.  Clutter advised that he had reviewed the contract and it is the same as last year and is a two year contract.  Per Clutter, this requires one signature.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the contract and to authorize President Lawson to sign on behalf of the Board.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that Attorney Clutter actually saved the County $1500 by working with Ada Hawkins at the County Home to solidify this contract, which used to be done by an outside vendor.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST TO USE COURTHOUSE ROTUNDA
The Commissioners were asked to consider a request to use the Courthouse Rotunda on December 30th for an employee reception from 1:00 to 3:00 pm.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM RELAY FOR LIFE TO PAINT WINDOWS
President Lawson presented a flyer that was dropped off at the office requesting permission to paint the Annex’s windows for Lebanon’s Relay for Life’.  The Commissioners commented that they fully supported the ‘Relay’ however, did not want to set a precedent by allowing one to do it and possibly not another.  The request was denied for a lack of any action.
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FOR TAX ABATEMENT FROM DUKE REALTY

Mr. Bryan Brackemyre, Executive Director of the Boone County Economic Development Commission, was present and informed the Commissioners that they were requesting tax abatement for a 770,000 square foot spec building.  This would be called ‘All Points at Anson’ Building 8A.  The capital investment is approximately $16 million and the Boone County RDC supported this request at their last meeting on May 16th.  Brackemyre stated that it is very important for them to have a building that is ready to move into as they are losing prospects every day due to not having a building ready for immediate occupancy.  The abatement requested would be $1.4 million for real property over a 10 year period.  Commissioner Applegate requested more information on the abatement request and was not ready to make a decision on the request.  Much discussion followed.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the tax abatement.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-1 with Commissioner Applegate voting against the request.   
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Mrs. Penny Bogan, Boone County Clerk, was present and informed those present that she was proud to announce that the Election Board had finally voted to go with ‘Voting Centers’.  The County did have 53 locations and it was reduced down to 22.  With the Voting Centers it will drop down to 8.  (See Appendix #1)  Mrs. Bogan stated that this will reduce workers and expense.  Attorney Clutter presented Resolution 2014-01 which designates Boone County as a Vote Center County.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Bogan requested that one Commissioner attend their Election Board meeting on June 13th at 1:00 pm.  Commissioner Applegate volunteered to attend that meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

There were no additions to the written staff reports.  (See Appendix #2)  Mr. Carney, Highway Supervisor, presented the Commissioners with a Maintenance Bond for asphalt binder and surface, three year term, $66,700 for Stonegate Section 12-A.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Maintenance Bond.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented one Utility Agreement with Vectren.  Mr. Carney stated that he had some reservations on this as he wants to speak with the Surveyor before it is approved.  This was tabled until the next meeting.  
Carney informed the Commissioners that an ad was run in the local newspapers for construction for Boone County Bridge #220.  This ad ran on May 29th and will run again on June 5th.  
Attorney Clutter suggested that they discuss the landscaping proposal for Mr. Sutphin.  Mr. Sutphin is requesting an additional $9,000 for the landscaping for his property.  (See Appendix #3).  After much discussion it was decided that this would be tabled until a later meeting.
Surveyor Ken Hedge presented a Maintenance Bond for Stonegate Section 12A for Storm Sewer/Subsurface Drain in the amount of $11,055.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Maintenance Bond.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Ms. Cindy Murphy, Boone County Health Department Administrator, was present and informed the Commissioners that employee Pat Minnick would be retiring the end of August this year.  Ms. Minnick will have 29 and a half years with the County.  Ms. Murphy stated that they were very thankful for her and that she will be hard to replace.
Commissioner Wolfe stated that he would like to thank the Lebanon Utilities for helping put a new line into the Courthouse on Saturday and helped to fix a transformer which would have likely failed on us.  
President Lawson asked for Public Comment; Mr. Aaron Smith spoke regarding his feelings on the Tax Abatement for the spec building and the possibility of a tax increase for the CCD Fund.

IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the County Home’s monthly report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve Mapleview’s report.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #4   for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    
IN THE MATTER OF MAIL
