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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

December 16, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on December 16, 2013.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:15 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the December 2, 2013 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Memorandum regarding the Executive Session which was held on December 2, 2013.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had two De-Obligation letters for the Job Access Reverse Commune Funding. The funds left were Capital funds in the amount of $61,200 and the Operating funds in the amount of $32,250.00.  This project was discontinued due to lack of participation.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to execute the documents.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter presented a Certificate of Vehicle Registration for the trailer for the Health Department.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to authorize President Wolfe to sign the registration.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF HIGHWAY MATERIAL BIDS
Mr. Rick Carney, Highway Supervisor, requested that the Commissioners approve all bids presented with the exception of the Co-Alliance bid for fuel.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve all material bids with the exception of the fuel bid.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LOADER BID FOR THE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT
Mr. Carney stated that Rudd’s bid for the loader was the only one received and is actually about $25,000 less than Mr. Carney expected.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the loader bid from Rudd.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM UNITED WAY
Ms. Christy Snyder, Director of the Boone County United Way, was present and requested that she be allowed to have the Auditor’s office place a pledge form and information sheet in the employees’ payroll.  Ms. Snyder stated that they had met 80% of their goal for this year.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF PRESENTATION BY MOISTURE MANAGEMENT
Mr. Paul Primavera, Moisture Management, was present to inform the Commissioners that he had been speaking with Mr. Mike Miller, Facilities Manager for Boone County, regarding possibly providing services for the County in checking their roofs and exterior walls.  Mr. Primavera presented a proposal for an annual fee of $4910.40.  Much discussion followed.  Commissioner Wolfe asked if their services included checking the gutters and flashings.  He responded yes.  Mr. Primavera was questioned if they could also service the dome in the Courthouse and his reply was yes.  The Commissioners decided to take this under advisement.
IN THE MATTER OF COMMON WAGE BOARD APPOINTMENT FOR LEBANON PARK’S WAVE POOL PROJECT
Mr. Tom Kouns, Project and Grant Administrator for the City of Lebanon, was present and requested an appointment to the Common Wage Board for Lebanon’s new pool.  The meeting would be January 28th.  Mr. Kouns stated that they hoped to bid the project out in February 2014.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to appoint President Wolfe to this wage board.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF GOVERNMENT FIXED ASSET SERVICES
Mr. Michael Nielsen, Government Fixed Asset Services, Inc. was present and informed the Commissioners that his company serviced Boone County several years ago but the Council cut the funding after the first year.  The State Board of Accounts is reporting on the County’s Audits that this needs to be done.  This service would give the County totals on all County assets, which is required by the State Board of Accounts.  Commissioner Applegate questioned why we need to do this as who really needs these totals; it does not affect our bonds.  County Auditor, Deanna Wilhoite, was present and informed the Commissioners that this is an unfunded mandate; they are required to report this.  Wilhoite stated that this firm was employed by the County about 7 years ago and after the first year the Council cut the funding.  It would have saved the County a lot of money if they had just continued because our assets have not been figured for several years now and it will cost more to come in and start all over again as opposed to just updating each year.  It was decided that they would wait until the Council heard this to see if they will fund it.
IN THE MATTER OF VETERANS AFFAIR’S OFFICER
President Wolfe explained that they had narrowed the field of applicants down to three; which made presentations to the Commissioners at their last meeting.  Wolfe asked for a nomination of one of the candidates.  Commissioner Applegate stated that all of the resumes submitted were phenomenal and it is a very hard decision.  With that said, Commissioner Applegate made a motion to appoint Mr. Dennis Williams.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-1.  Commissioner Lawson voted no.  

IN THE MATTER OF APPOINMENT TO CVB

President Wolfe made a motion to re-appoint Wendy McMann to the CVB.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO CAGI

President Wolfe stated that Jane Taylor had been the Commissioners representative to the CAGI and she has decided not to continue.  The Commissioners discussed the position, with President Wolfe stating that Mrs. Taylor has told him that she did not see that the County really needed anyone in that position as the County is going to get what it is going to get and they will not get any more just by having someone at the meetings.  Commissioner Applegate volunteered to attend those meetings.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to appoint Commissioner Applegate to the CAGI.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF THE CO-ALLIANCE BID

Mr. Rick Carney informed the Commissioners that the bid amount from Co-Alliance is the same as it was at their last meeting which is $3.01.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to authorize President Wolfe to approve anything under $3.02.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST BY HOPE HANSEN
Hope Hansen, Boone Circuit Court, requested that the Lebanon High School Madrigals be allowed to sing in the Rotunda of the Courthouse on Friday, December 20th at 10:00 am.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to allow the request.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM BCSSI

Attorney Clutter presented documents for a vehicle grant which due to their deadline did not allow time for signing in a public meeting.  President Wolfe signed this document and is requesting to affirm the action.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.   
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

There was no other business for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Mike Miller, Facilities Manager, was present and requested that the Commissioners consider a repair contract with Karr Tuckpointing.  Karr would do the exterior repair at the 220 West Washington building.  Attorney Clutter has reviewed the contract and with the exception of a minor typo and the addition of the E-Verify Affidavit, he is ok with it.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the contract and to authorize President Wolfe to execute the document.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This will be paid from line 
2391 704-4000.20.  Mr. Miller stated that he has a request from the Auditor’s Office to replace four chandeliers with four ceiling fans.  The office is purchasing the fans and the Maintenance Department would be installing them.  Mr. Miller requested a cell phone for his assistant who is at the Jail a lot and is using his personal phone to conduct County business.  Mr. Miller stated that he does have the money in his budget for the phone.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve Mr. Miller’s request.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.   
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented a Key Request for the Coroner’s Office.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk and Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve both reports.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #1 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted with the exception of the claim by the Coroner’s Office for washing his County owned vehicle.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    The Commissioners had a lengthy discussion regarding this issue.  Sheriff Campbell stated that they wash the Sheriff cars in their bay.  Commissioner Applegate asked if he would be willing to allow the Coroner to wash his car there.  Sheriff Campbell replied that yes he would but by the time you pay for the water, soap, electricity and his driving in town from Zionsville to wash the car, it might be cheaper to wash it at home or at a car wash.  Commissioner Applegate revised his motion to include the claim regarding the car wash for the Coroner.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
