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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

September 16, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on September 16, 2013.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. immediately following the Drain Board meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the September 3, 2013 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Memorandum of the Executive Session from September 3, 2013.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had no legal issues for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM ST. JOSEPH CHURCH 
Attorney Bob Clutter informed the Commissioners of a request by St. Joseph’s Church to use the sidewalks on the West side of the Courthouse on October 12, 2013 for a public square Rosary Crusade.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO BOONE COUNTY AREA PLAN COMMISSION
The Commissioners had six individuals show an interest in serving on the Area Plan Commission.  The Commissioners had reviewed the applications and Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve John Merson.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO WITHAM HEALTH SERVICES BOARD OF TRUSTEES
The Board of Trustees of Witham Health Services nominated Reverend Archibald Hawkins to the Board of Trustees.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the nomination.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO WITHAM HOSPITAL ASSOCIATION
The Board of Trustees of Witham Health Services nominated Ed Schilling for consideration to serve another four year term as a member of the Association.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the nomination.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Attorney Clutter stated that Mike Miller had sent him a service agreement to review from Accu-Temp for maintenance for mechanical equipment at the Jail.  This is a three year contract, paid quarterly.  The quarterly amount is $4900 or $19,600 annually.  Clutter stated that he made a couple of minor changes in the terms of the contract and he did not feel that the firm would have any trouble with them.  Commissioner Applegate questioned Mr. Miller if he got other quotes and he replied that yes he did.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the contract and to authorize President Wolfe to sign.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This contract will be paid out of CCD fund 2391 704-4000.24.
Boone County Treasurer, Debbie Ottinger, requested that she be allowed to meet with Attorney Clutter and Auditor Deanna Willhoite to discuss the Public Access policy.  It was suggested that they confer with the Public Access Council.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Eventually they might be able to have a meeting with all interested individuals in the County.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Highway Supervisor Rick Carney was present and presented an LPA Agreement for the 400 South bridge.  Attorney Clutter has reviewed it and being a State contract, he could not change anything if he wanted to.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the LPA Agreement on the 400 South bridge.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC COMMENT
Mr. Aaron Smith, Lebanon, requested to review the application of Mr. John Merson, appointment to the Boone County Area Plan Commission.  Mr. Smith’s request was approved.
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the monthly Clerk’s report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Clerk’s report.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix 1 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Claims submitted.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter mentioned that the Commissioners received a letter from the Association of Indiana Counties, Inc. indicating that they are reviewing Sheriff Pension Plans around the State.  The letter indicated that Boone would be welcome to participate in the study, should they choose to do so.  President Wolfe asked Sheriff Campbell if he had seen the letter to which he responded that he had not.  According to the Sheriff, the AIC targeted seven counties in the State to review their pension plans.  Sheriff Campbell stated that they are uncertain as to their motives and that Boone was not included in the original study.  The IN Sheriff’s Association is preparing a response to the AIC and to our legislature in response to this.  A Boone County Councilmember took it upon himself to represent Boone County and contacted AIC and asked them if Boone could be included in their survey.  Campbell stated that he doesn’t work for AIC, the County Council or the Commissioners.  He is a constitutionally elected office holder and he represents their constituents.  The pension documents are public documents and the County Council has received copies of all these documents.  He was asked by Council President Jacob to provide my copies to them.  Those documents are between 400 and 500 pages and he sent these to the President of the Council but did not want to print out 7 copies of them.  Commissioner Applegate inquired how the Sheriff’s Pension Fund is funded.  Campbell stated that the deputies fund 3% out of their payroll, the County funds a portion of it but some of that funding is offset by some of the duties that the deputies perform.  There is a $26 charge in a civil process filing, that comes back directly into a line that helps offset the cost of the Sheriff’s Pension Fund and he felt that there was roughly $56,000 sitting in that fund currently.  Applegate asked how Boone County’s fund compares to other County’s.  Sheriff Campbell stated that there are some that are better and some that are not quite as good.  After 20 years an employee is fully vested.
