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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

May 13, 2016
The Board of County Commissioners met in a Special Business session at 1:00 p.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on May 13, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 1:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the May 9, 2016 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had no legal issues for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Attorney Clutter presented a form from ESG requesting that the Commissioners sign it for their tax records.  This was for the Jail project and requires one signature.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to execute the document.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter stated that they had received an email from Pastor Andrew Ramey, Mechanicsburg Christian Church, requesting that they be allowed to close W Doty Street in Mechanicsburg for a yard sale on Saturday, May 21, 2016.  The Commissioners discussed it and felt that as long as the Sheriff and the Highway Engineer had no issue with it, they didn’t either.  The only request was from Sheriff Nielsen requesting that they keep the road cleared for emergency vehicles should the need arise.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve with the above stipulation.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
Attorney Clutter then presented a letter to Mr. Jeff Fox with H.J. Spier terminating our agreement with them and requesting that President Wolfe execute the letter.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to sign.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk’s monthly report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Clerk’s report.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #1 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS
Boone County Highway Engineer, Craig Parks, was present to request permission to begin Eminent Domain proceedings on two of the parcels for the connector road.  One homeowner has come back with a counter offer, almost double what we offered.  Parks stated ‘this is a large double’; not one that you would be better off saving the court fees on.  The second property owner is asking for a three week extension so that they can get an appraisal; again, due to the time issue on this, Parks recommended that they go ahead and file for Eminent Domain on both of these properties.  We can always stop the proceedings, but timing is of the essence and it does take time to file the paperwork.  Attorney Clutter stated that we can go ahead and file the complaint and continue to negotiate with the homeowners.  Parks stated that they offer on appraised value and sometimes you can justify going out a little bit above your appraised value to save court costs but when there is this much difference, you cannot justify it.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the starting of Eminent Domain on the two properties.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
Mr. Parks also informed the Commissioners that the next meeting for the Ronald Reagan is set for June 6 in the afternoon in Hendricks County.
