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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

August 18, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on August 18, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:47 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the August 4, 2014 regular business meeting and the Memorandum from the August 8, 2014 Executive Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and presented the Interlocal with Whitestown which they have been working on for approximately one year.  Attorney Clutter reminded the Board that they had approved this Interlocal back on July 21, 2014 and the Whitestown Town Council, the Boone County Council and the Boone County Redevelopment Commission has already approved it.  However, it was sent to the DLGF and they have decided that they do not want to be a party to this so they have requested that we scratch out one sentence which refers to them as far as negotiations.  Attorney Clutter stated he has marked out the sentence in question and is requesting that the Board approve and authorize their President to initial the change.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the request and to authorize President Lawson to initial the deleted sentence.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVING JOB DESCRIPTIONS FOR ADA COORDINATOR AND LPA TITLE VI CORRDINATOR
Mr. Dennis Dunlap, Dunlap HR Consulting Services, was present and informed the Commissioners that he had changed the job description for both the Commissioners’ Administrative Assistant and the Area Plan Director.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that the job description for the Area Plan Director is under the Area Plan Board and would have to be approved by them.  Commissioner Wolfe also questioned that he thought they had said that Mrs. Lasley-Maue would be appointed to the Title VI LPA Coordinator and then she would appoint the Area Plan Director to the ADA Coordinator.  Commissioner Wolfe requested that the authority by Mrs. Lasley-Maue to appoint an ADA Coordinator be listed in her job description.  
Mr. Dunlap also stated that he and Rick Carney, Boone County Highway Supervisor, had been working on revising the drug testing policy for the handbook and presented a copy of the changes.  (See Appendix #1)  This policy would pertain to anyone operating a County owned vehicle.  The proposed wording states that if an employee  tests between 0.020 and 0.039 the employee will be removed from duty for 24 hours or until his/her next scheduled on-duty time, whichever is longer.  The time off will be without pay and the employee will receive a written warning regarding the event.  Multiple written warnings of this nature shall result in further disciplinary action, up to and including termination.  Employees with a test indicating a BAC of 0.04 or greater will result in termination.
Mr. Dunlap stated that he will be on the Agenda for the next meeting for approval of both the job description for the LPA Title VI Coordinator and the drug testing policy.  Mr. Dunlap also stated that the LPA Title VI survey is done.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION 2014-05
Attorney Clutter presented Resolution 2014-05 for the Commissioners’ approval.  This Resolution finalizes the establishment of the Jamestown EDA Area as an economic development area and setting up the TIF.  Mr. Joe LePage, Boone County EDC, was present and stated that they were very excited about this project and wanted to thank the County for their help and support in making this project become reality.  Mr. LePage stated that they had approved a Project Manager, HWC, which is what Fukai wanted all along.  The scheduled groundbreaking is scheduled for some time in September.  This is such a large project that they are expecting the Lt. Governor as well as many other dignitaries.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve Resolution 2014-05.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION 2014-06
Attorney Clutter presented Resolution 2014-06 for the Commissioners’ approval.  This Resolution authorizes the issuance of the Bonds not to exceed $3.5 million and a maximum interest rate not to exceed 5%.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve Resolution 2014-06.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Mr. Tom Kouns, Project and Grant Administrator for the City of Lebanon, was present and requested the Commissioners make an appointment for a Common Wage Hearing for the Gene Haas Education and Training Center which will be built on Mt. Zion Road.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to appoint Commissioner Jeff Wolfe.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  .
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS
Mr. Rick Carney, Boone County Highway Supervisor, was present and updated the Commissioners on Boone County Bridge #220 indicating that the project is going well at this time.  Carney states that they expect the bypass will be done well within the 18 days projected and then they will tear the bridge out.  

Carney informed the Commissioners that the 400 South project is going well with no snags yet.

Boone Bridge #13 on 550 W is still waiting on Frankfort Power and Light.  They have known about it for two years and they still haven’t moved their electricity.  
IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC COMMENT
Mr. Aaron Smith, Lebanon, spoke reference the Jamestown project and tax abatement in general in Boone County.
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented a Key Request for the Health Department.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk’s monthly report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Clerk’s report.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    
Mr. Joe LePage introduced the new Boone County Economic Development Director, Ms. Molly Whitehead.  Ms. Whitehead is a Western Boone Graduate and comes to Boone County from the Indiana Economic Development Commission.  The Commissioners welcomed her to the County.
