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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

June 1, 2015
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on June 1, 2015.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Marc Applegate at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the May 18, 2015 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.   Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Memorandum from the Executive Session held on May 27, 2015.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had a Performance Bond for the Commissioners’ approval.  It was for Clark Meadows, Section 4; $41,601.19 for Erosion Control and $169,184.20 for Storm and Rear Yard Sub Surface Drain.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM MARY LOU MILLER
Mary Lou Miller, Lebanon Ballet School, requested that she be allowed to have a parade of her ballet students in the Courthouse Rotunda.  The request is for Friday, June 12 at 11:30 am; with a rain date of Thursday, June 11.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to grant the request.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF UPDATE ON EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE FOR NEXT YEAR
Mr. Alan McCloskey, Consolidated Union, was present to present the renewal for next year’s employee health insurance program.  Mr. McCloskey stated that he came with very good news; that the wellness participants will not experience an increase for 2016.  The spouses that are covered by the County insurance will now also have to the physicals and annual testing.  The individuals that do not participate in the wellness program will have a slight increase.  There will be no changes in the benefit package.  Mr. McCloskey reminded the Commissioners that when he came on board back in 2008 the County was facing an increase of their health insurance budget up to $3.2 million with Anthem.  Now, 7 years later, the County is looking at that amount.  Per McCloskey, the County will have approximately $62,000 coming back to the County; however, he recommended that they leave that money there and if we have a good experience, we will get to share in the profitability.  Commissioner Wolfe requested that more of the health programs be available through the internet so that those who cannot leave their office or spouses who cannot make it can still participate.  After much discussion, Mr. McCloskey agreed to check into that request. Mr. McCloskey informed the Commissioners that the County had over a 90% participation in the wellness program, which he felt was phenomenal.  McCloskey stated that the Commissioners should budget $3.2 million for 2016 for the employee health insurance.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the renewal for the County employee health insurance for 2016.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Open enrollment will be next week, June 8, 9 and 10th.  Mr. McCloskey requested that the Commissioners agree that the spouses that are on the County insurance will have to also have their annual physicals and required testing in order to continue to receive the lower rate on their premiums.  If they do not, they will not receive the lower rate.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF RFP’S FOR NEW COUNTY COPIERS
Mr. Sean Horan, GUTS, presented the RFP for the new County copiers and printers.  Mr. Horan indicated that the County is completing a five year contract with Sharp (our second contract with them) and they have been fantastic on their service.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Wolfe suggested that they consider allowing the Boone County EDC to piggyback on our contract.  Mr. Horan will discuss this with the EDC.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Mr. Sean Horan, GUTS, was present and informed the Commissioners that the bad weather over the weekend caused the County some major issues.  They had a near lightning strike and it fried one of the two County core switches.  We also have about a dozen phones and a dozen PCs that are fried as well; along with one of the mixers in Circuit Court.  There will probably have to be an insurance claim before this is all said and done, per Horan.  

Surveyor Ken Hedge was present and informed the Commissioners that he had checked out the shooting range out at the Jail and is recommending bringing a tile back up from Prairie Creek due West towards the Fire Tower.  There would only be about a 3 ½ - 4 foot cut.  Once you get up there you could bring another tile off of this main line and go into the shooting range area so you would only have to have one cut into there and only area that would have to be backfilled with stone.  The farmer is willing to work with the County.  Commissioner Applegate questioned who would be paying for the tile and Hedge replied that it would be the expense of the County Commissioners.  Hedge would expect the expense to be around $4500.  The Sheriff’s Department is paying for the drainage tile which is going vertical on the range and will be paying for the Rule 5 permit which is about $2500.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the tile.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
Mrs. Carmen Ottinger, Back to the Fifties, was present and requested the usual usage for the Back to the Fifties to be held on September 18th and 19th.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Mike Miller, County Facility Director, was present and stated that several of their heating and air control systems were fried over the weekend.  The main cooling units for the Courthouseis up and running as of this morning.  Several zone controllers are out.  Mr. Miller and Mr. Horan will get together and work out who is going to file the insurance claim.  See Appendix #1 for Staff Reports.  
Mr. Greg Inman, Boone County Environmental Director, stated that he had contacted Mount’s Signs for the lettering for the building regarding the different departments and he has not heard back from him.  Mr. Inman will contact him again.

Mr. Nick Parr, Boone County Highway, was present and had presented Attorney Clutter with 12 Utility Agreements; 8 of which are for Royal Run and 4 are for TDS.  These were not reviewed by the Surveyor’s Office.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Utility Agreements subject to the Surveyor’s approval.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parr stated that they too had quite a bit of storm damage with trees down.  Mr. Parr wanted to remind the Commissioners and the public that starting today the Highway Department will start four 10 hour days.  They will be open Monday thru Thursday 6:00 am to 4:30 pm.  They will be closed on Fridays.  They will follow this schedule until approximately Labor Day.
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented an Affidavit for American Structurepointe for the 300S/400S Connector road in the amount of $11,461.50.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve and to authorize President Applegate to sign.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.   
Commissioner Wolfe brought up the Ivy Tech invoice saying that they are paying it out of the Commissioners’ line and the Commissioners will be reimbursed.  There was discussion as to who should pay the Highway’s and Commissioner Wolfe made a motion for the Commissioners to cover it out of their line.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF MAIL
