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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

June 7, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in a special business session at 8:15 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on June 7, 2013.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 8:15 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE RATES
Mr. Alan McCloskey, Consolidated Union, was present to discuss the new proposed rates for County employees for health insurance.  (See Appendix #1)  Mr. McCloskey presented the new rates for medical and the premiums for the HSA.  Dental does not change this year.  Vision rates will be presented at a later time.  Per Mr. McCloskey, deductibles and coinsurance do not change.  The HSA is pre-taxed money which goes into an account to pay for medical expenses.  The individual will have the opportunity to make contributions to the Health Savings Account which will be set up through a local institution; they can put up to $3150 for singles in that in a calendar year or $6250 for family.  If someone is over 55, they call it ‘the catch up provision’ and you have the opportunity to increase those amounts by $1000.  This can be a payroll deduction or deposits made as you wish.  Per McCloskey, the County pays 94% of the cost for employee insurance.  The employee pays 6%.  Much discussion followed.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the rates and the premiums for the Health Savings Account with the vision costs to be supplemented by the Auditor’s Office.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Attorney Bob Clutter presented a request from the Clay Township Regional Waste District for an appointment to their second quarter construction season for their wage hearings.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve Eric Hand for the wage hearings.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter informed the Commissioners that he had received a notification from Travelers denying the flood damage claim from the Jail.  

Clutter stated that he was in receipt of a claim acknowledgment where someone’s windshield was supposedly broken due to gravel coming off of a County dump truck hauling gravel with no tarp.  Supposedly the incident happened April 19th but was not reported until June 4.  It was discussed that it would be hard to be assured that the County was liable for this when it was not reported for 6 weeks. 
With no further business, Commissioner Applegate made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0. 
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
