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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

May 2, 2016
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on May 2, 2016.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the March 21, 2016 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Minutes from the April 4, 2016 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Minutes from the April 18, 2016 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had no legal issues for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF UNOFFICIAL DETOUR REIMBURSEMENT CONTRACT WITH INDOT
Mr. Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer, was present and requested that the Commissioners execute an Unofficial Detour Reimbursement Contract with INDOT for $150,755.50 for the St Rd 421 and St Rd 32 project.  This amount was discussed and approved in the last meeting and now INDOT is sending us a contract for signatures.  Attorney Clutter stated that he had reviewed it and that he had no issues with it and it requires three signatures.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF DOC GRANT
Mr. Michael Nance, Community Corrections, was present to request that the Commissioners approve their grant and authorize the Boone County Auditor to execute the contract.  Mr. Nance informed the Commissioners that they did fund the Vivitrol treatment program for the Jail.  These injections will be given to the appropriate inmates as they leave the Jail and the shot lasts for 30 days.  They will then continue on a treatment basis for 6 months.  The last 5 injections will be given by the Health Department or some other local entity.  They hope to treat around 30 individuals the first year.  The total of the grant is $550,104 of which $460,104 goes to Adult Community Corrections and the $90,000 goes to the Prosecutor’s diversion programs.  Attorney Clutter stated that this is to be approved by the Commissioners and the Auditor is to be authorized by you to execute the document.  Clutter advised that a restriction on the grant agreement is that the Auditor’s Office establishes a separate Community Corrections grant fund; one for the receipts and one for the expenditures line.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve and to authorize the Boone County Auditor to execute the document.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Ms. Heather Shumaker, JDAI, was present to present a grant for approval.  This grant is in the amount of $81,692.  Attorney Clutter stated that this also needs to be approved by the Commissioners and authorize the County Auditor to execute the documents.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize the Auditor to execute it.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mr. Ron Merrill, Ray Road, was present and was concerned about his having a legal way to access his 12 acres of property if the County was going to vacate the Ray Road.  He was also concerned about who was going to maintain it.  Mr. Merrill stated that his only way to legally get to his land is to cut through the railroad and if they ever cut him off he will not be able to access it.  After much discussion, it was determined that the bridge will be removed and then the County will vacate any rights that it has, per Attorney Clutter.  Mr. Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer, suggested that Mr. Merrill reach out to Mr. Starkey (adjacent landowner) to work something out with him to allow him a right of entry.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS
See Appendix #1 for Staff Reports.  Mr. Craig Parks presented a Utility Agreement for Lloyd Hayden.  Mr. Parks recommended approval with no bond.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parks then presented a contract with United Consulting to perform an analysis of the traffic at the intersection of Kissel Road and Hunt Club Road for the placement of a four way stop.  This was requested by Zionsville and the Highway Staff agreed that it should be looked into.  The contract with United is for $6500.  This is for a 7 day count and analysis and is for one signature.  Commissioner Applegate felt that it seemed a little on the high side and expressed his frustration that they have to pay someone to tell them what needs to be done.  Mr. Parks stated that ultimately it was to protect the County.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parks then presented a change order for Bridge #314 on Main Street, Lebanon, for $7182.  This is to mill and resurface a portion of Main Street and Grant Street for the only staging area that they could have.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parks informed the Commissioners that their summer working hours at the Highway Department will be four-ten hour days; however, the office will remain open five days a week.  This will be from Memorial Day until Labor Day.  Parks also informed the Commissioners that he will be seeking federal funds for Boone Bridge #41.  Commissioner Wolfe questioned if 2016 is the year that they review the Historical Bridges in Boone County.  Wolfe stated that they definitely need to take a look at the bridge on 600 East that has the historical skew and petition to have that removed from the list.   
IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC COMMENT

There was no public comment in today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented a Key Request for the Maintenance Department.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter presented two invoices to be paid from the COIT bonds.  The first was to Nacr. for $1,324.48 and the second was to Converge One in the amount of $1,938.76.  These two invoices were for the conference phones in the new Annex.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #1 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
