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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

April 15, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on April 15, 2013.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting. 
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the March 18, 2013 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the March 21, 2013 Special Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the April 1, 2013 Special Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the April 8, 2013 Special Meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had a Performance Bond for release on Brookhaven Section 5.  The Performance Bond was in the amount of $98,030.35.  Mr. Clutter presented Maintenance Bonds for Brookhaven Section 5 in the amount of $19,606.07.  Commissioner Applegate approved the request on both Bonds.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF IT CONTRACT WITH GUTS
Mr. John Stansell, GUTS, was present and presented a renewal contract for four years with GUTS for the same cost as in the past.  This contract comes out of line 0101 090-3000.37.  Attorney Clutter stated that he has reviewed the renewal and he is ok with it.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the renewal.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Clutter advised that since this contract is in excess of 3 years it will also have to go before the Council but they are aware of it and know that there is no increase in the fee.
IN THE MATTER OF SUB-GRANT AGREEMENT FOR EMA
Attorney Clutter stated that Rachel Hanson and Mike Martin sent him the Performance Sub-Grant Agreement with the Department of Homeland Security for reimbursement of salaries for last year.  The total amount to be reimbursed to the County is $32,609.22 under one agreement and other the other one is $26,424.  Clutter stated that he has reviewed both and his only concern is the GIS data clause in the agreements.  Clutter had asked that Eric Goodnight review that section and Mr. Goodnight has been out of the office but will return tomorrow.  Clutter questioned Ms. Hanson if this could wait until Mr. Goodnight can review it and she replied that it was not due until May so they could wait for the next Commissioners meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION FOR UPDATES FOR COUNTY BUILDINGS
APPRAISALS

Attorney Clutter presented a notification from Universal Valuation who has done the County building appraisals previously.   Clutter stated that he has reviewed it and has no issues with the contract but would request that the 220 West Washington Street building be placed on the list for appraisals.  The amount is $495 with possibly some increase with the West Washington Street building.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that they have the appraisal from the purchase of that building so it could be used until the remodeling is completed.  This fee covers getting the buildings updated appraisals for the insurance company in case of a claim.  Commissioner Wolfe asked that Mrs. Lasley-Maue forward an electronic copy of the appraisals to Commissioner Lawson for his review.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the renewal.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This will be paid out of line 0101 068-3000.03.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Mrs. Kari Ragsdale, Community Corrections, presented a Grant Agreement for Community Corrections for the next two years for the program.  This does require three signatures.  This reimbursement goes into line 0547-888-6500.00.  Per Attorney Clutter the amount is $644,200 bi-annual.  Attorney Clutter informed Mrs. Ragsdale that he would like to put the Commissioners as the Grantee on the agreement.  Mrs. Ragsdale agreed to that request.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the agreement.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Major Mike Nielsen was present and informed the Commissioners that the new alarm system is in place and functional and wanted to thank the Commissioners for their help in getting this project completed in a very timely manner.  Major Nielsen stated that he wanted to thank the Council also for the funding.  
Mr. Dennis Dunlap, Dunlap HR Consulting, was present and requested that the Commissioners allow him to add some language to the County Employee Handbook.  It is in the Handbook that all applicants are required to provide a criminal background check upon a request by the County and Mr. Dunlap is requesting to add the language that the background check cannot be over 30 days old.  The Commissioners agreed that should be added to the County Employee Handbook.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Highway Supervisor Rick Carney was present and stated that his department is still actively grading roads and filling pot holes.  Carney indicated that the bridge on 750 South is getting close to being opened up.  (Boone Bridge #268)  The status of the vendor on this bridge was discussed with no one really knowing what their status is.  Carney stated that everything that the County paid for has been delivered to the project and the County is completing the project.  Carney stated that Plant #10 down in Whitestown is not opening this year so they are going to have to travel to 96th Street to get their asphalt and Marion County has a tarp law and only half of the Boone County trucks have tarps so this is going to restrict them in some ways.  Carney stated that they may have to make more cold mix this year that hot mix.  Commissioner Wolfe asked what the cost would be to put a tarp on a truck and Carney responded around $3500.  Carney advised that tarps are part of the new replacement program but that will not help them this summer.  
Commissioner Wolfe asked Mr. Carney if he could tell them what they had spent on snow removal for this season.  Carney replied that last year for material they spent $43,000 and this winter they spent $89,000 for material.  Carney indicated that he was in good shape as far as salt.  

Boone County Treasurer, Debbie Ottinger, was present and informed the Commissioners that the tax statements may go out tomorrow.  Ottinger indicated that both she and the Auditor have a new financial system and that the Auditor, Deanna Willhoite, has been very helpful to her and she wanted the Commissioners to be aware of her help.  

Ms. Penny Radar, Volunteer for Boone County Drug Free Coalition, was present to discuss a claim that was held on March 1, 2013 in the amount of $23.96.  The funding for the Coalition comes from fees collected from convicted drunk drivers and drug offenses.  All expenses are sent to the Governor’s Commission for Drug Free Indiana which is under the IN Criminal Justice System and they are approved by them.  Radar informed the Commissioners that this expense was a gift for their retiring Secretary, Sue Ritz, who has been with the Coalition over 10 years.  
Commissioner Wolfe informed Ms. Radar that the reason the claim was questioned is that it is not common practice among the offices to pay for retirement gifts and that is why it was in question.  The Commissioners agreed to approve the claim and will be included with the regular claims to be approved.
Mrs. Rachel Cardis, Boone County Area Plan Executive Director, was not present for the meeting but submitted her monthly report.  (See Appendix #1)  For the month of March they had 13 permits issued and 50 inspections.  Total revenue for March was $2843.00.
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk’s Monthly Report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Clerk’s Report.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Monthly County Home Report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Monthly County Home Report.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Claims submitted.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
