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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

October 20, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on October 20, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter, Attorney Jennifer Hostetter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:05 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the October 2, 2014 Joint Meeting with the Boone County Council, the October 6, 2014 Business Meeting, and the Memorandum from the Executive Session held on October 10, 2014.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had no legal issues for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM UNITED WAY
Ms. Christy Snyder, Director of United Way in Central Indiana representing Boone County, was present to request that they be allowed to place their thermometer on the Courthouse lawn again this year as they have always done in the past.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF REVIEW OF VETERAN’S OFFICERS RESUMES’
President Lawson stated that they had received seven resumes’ by the deadline and they will take those under advisement.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that they had a good response and they appreciate the interest from the Community. 
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Mr. Jim Sparks, Indiana’s Geographic Information Officer, was present and requested that the Commissioners approve sharing four layers of their GIS data with them.  Mr. Sparks explained that currently 90 of the 92 counties participate in this and the purpose is to promote economic growth, provide for more efficient public safety, assist with disaster mitigation and generally provide information to create a business friendly environment.  (See Appendix #1)  The four layers being requested are Land Parcels, Point Addresses, Road Centerlines and Local Administrative Boundaries.  Sheriff Mike Nielsen expressed his support of this request.  Commissioners Wolfe stated that they have requested layers before but the County could never get any information on what layers and why they needed it.  Wolfe stated that perhaps if they had gotten answers earlier the Commissioners might have acted on this much sooner.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the requested four layers be released to Mr. Sparks.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Lebanon resident, Bill Stuteville, was present to request that the Commissioners approve the County supporting the Veterans Honor Reward Program.  This program was presented to the County Council and they refused to fund the program.  Mr. Stuteville offered to raise the $5,000 for the County to participate and asked the Commissioners if they would support the Recorder’s Office handling the program.  According to Mr. Stuteville, the yearly fee after the initial fee is $1,000 a year.  The Commissioners stated that they would have to have more information on how the program works and how much work would be involved of which the taxpayers would be paying for.  The Commissioners will request the information from the County Recorder and consider the request at their next meeting.
Mrs. Carol Toole, Electric Image, was present and stated that she wanted to clarify her part in the Mardi Gras Fashion Show held in the Boone County Courthouse earlier this year.  Mrs. Toole had come to the Commissioners earlier this year requesting the use of the Courthouse for the fashion show indicating that a portion of the proceeds would go to the Caring Center.   Mrs. Toole stated that there was another party involved in the Fashion Show (they were former tenants in the same building but were not business partners) and that person was supposed to make the donation to the Caring Center and she recently found out that the second party never made it; saying that there was not enough money to make the donation.  Mrs. Toole explained that she did not want to be associated with this individual and had no part in the Caring Center not receiving their promised donation.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Rick Carney, Boone County Highway Supervisor, was present and informed the Commissioners that the Ford Road Bridge is going well; the 400 South project is going smoothly and Structure Point has advanced in the Whitestown bypass getting through the environmental and geological.  Carney stated that his crew is out getting the gravel roads ready for winter.   Carney stated that his 815 ton of salt has already arrived and he is ready.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Hostetter presented a Key Request for the Sheriff.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Hostetter presented the Clerk and Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve both reports.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.   
President Lawson requested input from the other two Commissioners on the Veteran’s Day Program for 2015.  They are reserving the guest speaker and needed to confirm a time.  The County Council will be meeting that morning and Mrs. Lasley-Maue was requesting direction from the Commissioners regarding changing the time of the program.   It was decided that they would set the program for November 10, 2015 at 10:00 a.m. in hopes that the Council meeting might be over by that time.
