Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

August 5, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on August 5, 2013.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the July 15, 2013 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had no legal issues for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM UNITED WAY
Ms. Christie Snyder, Area Director Boone County United Way, was present to request permission to place the annual thermometer on the Courthouse lawn.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to allow United Way to place their thermometer on the Courthouse lawn.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF RATIFYING STATE DISASTER RELIEF FUND APPLICATION
Ms. Rachel Hanson, EMA, stated that this is the State Disaster Relief Fund, as they did not qualify for FEMA for the April flooding that they had.  The Boone County Surveyor’s Office decided to apply for assistance for county drainage and some debris relief that they did during that time.  Attorney Clutter explained that the application was due last Monday so they submitted that based upon the cost estimates that they had for the CSX tile that collapsed and all the cost that they encumbered and will continue to encounter as that gets repaired.  Clutter asked that this be ratified by motion.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to ratify the application.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Ms. Hanson stated that the final application is due in September and she was unaware if the Commissioners had to sign anything else for it or not.  President Wolfe suggested that they go ahead and make a motion to approve and sign the final document that will be due in September, just in case it is due before they have a meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to sign.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF ESPY SERVICES

Espy Services had to cancel due to health reasons this morning.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
There was no other business for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS
President Wolfe explained that he had spoken with the Department Heads and requested that they put their monthly reports in writing and submit to the Commissioners’ Office prior to the meetings.  With the David Camm trial coming up next week, the Connie Lamar Room is going to be utilized by the jurors so the Commissioners are going to need to try to keep their meetings as short as possible until the trial is over so that they may have use of the room.  Wolfe explained that once they have reviewed the reports, should they have questions, they will ask those questions during the Staff Report time.  Wolfe also informed the Department Heads that if they have something important to bring up to do so, but they did not need to go through their entire report.  Sheriff Ken Campbell inquired when the staff reports would be available to the employees or public.  After some discussion, it was decided that Mrs. Lasley-Maue would make a mass email and send the staff reports out to the Minutes and Agendas list once she receives them.

Mr. Mike Miller, Facilities Manager, was present and presented his report (See Appendix #1).
Mr. Miller introduced his new assistant, Kevin Fields.  Kevin started on July 15th and according to Mr. Miller is doing a great job and the two of them are learning the Jail together.  Mr. Miller stated that he had a request for a phone so that they could communicate with the Jail and their needs.  The phone was previously Mike Vaughan’s and Mr. Miller was suggesting that it go to Charles Hickson who will be overseeing the day to day maintenance at the Jail.  This would allow the Jail to communicate by email their maintenance needs with Hickson and allow him to communicate with Mr. Miller.  Sheriff Campbell encouraged this as it would assist in keeping a record of all communication as to the needs of the Jail.  Mr. Miller currently does not have access to email on his phone so he would also need that data plan added to his.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mrs. Rachel Cardis, Area Plan Executive Director, was present and presented her report (See Appendix #2).  Mrs. Cardis invited everyone to the Public Hearing for the I-65 Overlay on Wednesday, August 7th at 7:00 pm here in the Connie Lamar Room.  
Mr. John Stansel, GUTS, was present and presented his report (See Appendix #3).
Ms. Cindy Murphy, Boone County Health Department Administrator, was present and informed the Commissioners that they have a new nurse who started today.  They had a booth at the 4-H Fair and it was warmly received.  Their intern completed her 400 hours and they will miss her.  
Highway Supervisor Rick Carney was present to present his report (See Appendix #4).  Attorney Clutter stated that they had received a letter informing them that RW Armstrong and Associates and CHA Consulting, Inc. merged on June 14, 2012.  The County currently has a contract with RW Armstrong and it needs to be re-signed with CHA.  This is for the new bridge on Cty Rd 400 South over Fishback Creek.  This contract was originally signed on September 7, 2010 and the new one requires one signature.  The contract terms are the same.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to sign the contract with CHA and to authorize President Wolfe to sign the contract.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Two Utility Agreements were presented; one with Brett Lee and one from David Price.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve both Utility Agreements.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Carney stated that his report indicates that they have converted 6 miles to hard surface and actually it is 7.5 miles with two more miles to complete.  Commissioner Applegate stated that he has received many, many calls at home with approximately 95% of them being about roads and wanting their roads paved.  The County has around 355 miles of gravel roads and Applegate stated that if it was in their power to do so and they had all the money in the world, he would pave every one of those roads.  Applegate stated that he believed that the other two Commissioners would agree with him.  Applegate stated that this is his seventh year and this is the first year that they have been able to pave any roads since he has been a Commissioner.  We just haven’t had the money.  Wolfe stated that it has been made possible due to the grindings that Rick Carney receives.  Applegate asked Carney how he decides which roads he selects to pave.  Carney stated that roads are chosen by him in several different forms.  Higher traffic roads, amount of houses that are on that road, the right-of-way width that they have on the road, location, may be because it connects one black top road to another black top road.  Carney stated that they had hard surfaced a couple this year because sometime in the past, someone had blacktopped part way down and left the other end gravel.  Carney stated that he did not see any sense in having half of the road gravel and half of it blacktop.  
Commissioner Lawson stated that he has had several individuals approach him regarding 100 South and 400 East regarding the danger of not being able to see due to the trees in the intersection.  These trees are not in the County Right-of-Ways and wondered if they could talk to the landowner regarding trimming the trees back some as motorists are having difficulty seeing traffic approaching that intersection due to the trees.  Carney stated that they have spoken with him and he is adamant about not cutting his trees.  

The Commissioners asked Sheriff Campbell if this intersection would be considered a dangerous intersection by his Department.  Campbell stated that what is a problem is the inattentiveness of drivers.  Campbell stated that a problem intersection in his opinion would be St Rd 47 and St Rd 52.  

IN THE MATTER OF BID OPENINGS FOR COUNTY BRIDGE #273
The opening for bids for County Bridge #273 was scheduled for 9:30 am.  Attorney Clutter opened bids from the following companies.

Attorney Clutter stated that all bids were received on time and appeared to be in order.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to take the bids under advisement.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF BID OPENINGS FOR EXCAVATOR

Attorney Clutter opened bids for a new excavator from the following companies.

Commissioner Lawson made a motion to take the bids under advisement.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mr. Brian Brackemyre, Executive Director of the Boone County EDC, was present and introduced Mr. Joe Lepage, who will be their Director of Marketing Communications.  Brackemyre stated that the first of this year it seemed like companies were expanding and now it appears that buildings and land are in demand and the County has plenty of land so things are looking up.  
Attorney Clutter stated that SIHO has returned our contract with them asking that we sign on Option #3 instead of Option #2.  Clutter informed the Commissioners that he contacted Alan McCloskey and Alan agreed with Clutter that he thought it should have been Option #2, which is what we had signed originally.    Clutter stated that the options pertain to COBRA and the only difference in Option #2 and #3 is who makes the notification.  Clutter will continue to wait to hear from Mr. McCloskey before he does anything.  Clutter stated if there is a change, which he does not think there will be, would the Commissioners want to authorize Commissioner Applegate to go ahead and sign the form if it needs to be signed before the next meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve Attorney Clutter’s suggestion.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  President Wolfe stated that if they are asking us to change the option, he felt that Alan should come to their meeting and explain why they are making the request.   
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented seven key requests; two from Probation, two from the Prosecutor’s Office, one from the CASA Office, one from the Health Department, and one from Circuit Court.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the seven key requests.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #5 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    
IN THE MATTER OF MAIL
