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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

December 27, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in a special business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on December 27, 2013.  Those present were Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  Commissioner Marc Applegate was unable to attend today’s meeting.
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF CLAIMS
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #1 for a list of claims approved in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the claims.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION 2013-09
Attorney Bob Clutter presented Resolution 2013-09 to change the Cum Bridge Rate.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve Resolution 2013-09.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  This will change the rate from 0.0195 per $100,000 to 0.0189 per $100,000 of assessed valuation.  Boone County Auditor, Deanna Wilhoite, was present and stated that in order for the State Board of Accounts to pass the budget which was submitted by the Boone County Council, the Commissioners had to agree to change the Cum Bridge Rate and pass a Resolution regarding the change.  This will have approximately a $20,000 impact.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Resolution.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion passed 2-0.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that he had already spoken with the Council and they were aware of how the Commissioners felt about doing this and they were willing to do so this year but do not intend to continue to do it.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

President Wolfe stated that Eric Hand, who is the Commissioners’ appointment to the Clay Township Regional Water District, has requested a letter of recommendation from the Commissioners to the Governor’s Office as he is applying for a position on the Indiana Utility Regulatory Commission.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to send a letter of recommendation.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
Attorney Clutter presented the Commissioners with a Performance Bond for Brookhaven Subdivision, Sections 6 and 7 in the amount of $325,146.80 from Weihe Construction.  This is for lime stabilization, stone base, curb drain, concrete curb asphalt binder and surface.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Performance Bond.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  

Attorney Clutter then presented the Commissioners with a Performance Bond for Brookhaven Sections 6 and 7 in the amount of $272,959.50 from Weihe Construction.  This is for storm sewers and subsurface drains.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Performance Bond.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  

Attorney Clutter stated that it appeared that the City of Lebanon is going to need to hold a Common Construction Wage Hearing for the Meridian Street project.  They will need a representative appointed by the Commissioners if this is needed.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to appoint President Wolfe.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue informed the Commissioners that Mr. and Mrs. Alan Milburn donated a beautifully framed picture entitled ‘County Election’ to the County.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue suggested that the Commissioners give some thought as to where they felt the best place to display this picture would be.  The Commissioners stated their appreciation of the donation of the picture to the County.
