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June 15, 2015
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on June 15, 2015.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  Mrs. Maue had to leave midway through the meeting due to a medical appointment and Mrs. Kathy Clawson filled in for her.
The meeting was called to order by Board President Marc Applegate at 9:00 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the June 1, 2015 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had some Bonds for approval.  The first was to approve the release of Performance Bonds for Walker Farms, Section 16, for Erosion Control in the amount of $52,148.88 and Storm Sewers in the amount of $146,140.50 for a total of $198,289.38.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The second Bond was a Maintenance Bond for Anson South West Business District for Storm Sewers in the amount of $72,779.36.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to accept the Maintenance Bonds.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter presented a Letter of Understanding from INDOT for unofficial local detour for the closing of US 421 and SR 32.  This project is expected to begin construction July 6, 2015.  Mr. John Wilson, Boone County Highway Department, was present and stated that INDOT hopes to have this project completed in 45 days but have allowed 90 days.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION OF HIRING HIGHWAY ENGINEER
President Applegate informed those present that the Commissioners were talking to Mr. Craig Parks, Lebanon, regarding the Highway Engineer position for the County.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the hiring of Mr. Craig Parks for the County Engineer position with a beginning date of July 6, 2015.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parks stated that he was an 18 year resident of Boone County and is very excited about working for the County.  Mr. Parks thanked the Commissioners for their vote of support.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that he felt that the County had a really awesome opportunity here with Mr. Parks to do some great things for Boone County.  
IN THE MATTER OF BOONE COUNTY JAIL FEASIBILITY STUDY
Sheriff Mike Nielsen reminded the Commissioners that they had hired ESG to install Geothermal in the Boone County Jail and they were going to be drilling 100 closed loop wells somewhere on the property and we wanted to make sure that wherever those wells were placed that it didn’t interfere with any future construction.  DLZ was selected to do a Feasibility Study to consider future growth that might demand a build out for the Jail.  Mr. Scott Carnegie and Mr. Eric Ratts were present to discuss the projected growth and needs of the Jail.  After much discussion, it was suggested that the County will need a 128 bed expansion.  This will include new areas for male, female and youth offenders.  The need is expected to become an issue by 2035.    The build out, whenever it is decided to be done, would be to the North. The total cost is thought to be around $8,000,000.
IN THE MATTER OF DIGITAL RECORDING SYSTEM
The Boone County Auditor had requested to be placed on the Agenda for this item; however, the Commissioners were informed that the County Council had taken care of this issue.
IN THE MATTER OF SELECTING NEW DATE FOR COMMISSIONERS’ BUDGET HEARINGS
President Applegate stated that they needed to select a new date for their budget hearings due to the due date changing from the Auditor’s Office.  The Commissioners selected Monday, July 6th following the Commissioners meeting around 11:00 am.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Mr. Dennis Dunlap, Dunlap HR Consulting, was present and stated that he wanted to bring the Commissioners up to date on some changes that the Department of Labor is making to the Fair Labor Standards Act.  This involves the Salary Basis Test which is generally the first test used on determining if an individual is exempt or non-exempt from the Act. Currently that Test is $455 a week which was changed in 2007 which is about $23,660 a year.  The proposed rule is likely to be raised substantially possibly between $655 a week and $1,000 a week.  It appears that it will likely be closer to the $1,000 a week.  What this means is if you make under $1,000 a week, they would be considered non-exempt, entitled to overtime for all hours worked in a week, over 40 hours.  That is a huge impact, per Mr. Dunlap.  The date change is looking like March of 2016.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. John Wilson, Boone County Highway Interim Supervisor, was present and congratulated Mr. Craig Parks and welcomed him to the Highway Department.  The Summer Road Program is in gear and they started chip and sealing last week, per Wilson.  U S Aggregate is opening up their old site and Wilson wanted the Commissioners to be aware of that.  Per Wilson, they will be coming to the Commissioners to inform them of their intentions sometime in July.
Attorney Clutter presented three Utility Agreements.  The first one is for Phil Western; the second one is for REMC and the third one is for TDS Telecom.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk’s monthly report.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Clerk’s report.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter presented the claims.  See Appendix #1 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
