New Business
Administrative Updates 
 Abby Messenger gave these reports.  
· We’ll be working on budgets over the next couple of months. The council will start holding their budget workshops in August.
Nursing & Vital Record Updates
Abby Messenger gave these reports.

· For March and April, our Vital Records program has issued 192 birth certificates, 898 death certificates, and completed one genealogy search. 
· Dr. Servies commented that the reason for the high number of death certificates is not due to new deaths in the county, but because of the new Indiana law that is in effect stating you can go to any county to purchase death certificates. We have a lot of funeral homes taking advantage of the new law. 
· Communicable Disease Investigations:  our nurses have investigated thirty-eight communicable disease reports. 
· Tuberculosis:  We are currently providing case management for nine Latent TB Infection cases. We are providing treatment for seven of the cases through the state and two of the cases are being treated by their physicians. Of the cases we are treating, three will finish their medications at the end of May.
· No new cases of elevated blood lead levels in children under the age of seven. We currently have ten open lead cases, all of which have had a repeat lead level drawn and are decreasing. We continue to offer free blood lead level testing in the office by appointment. We have provided this service to two individuals.

· The STD clinic continues to operate on Thursdays from 9am-11am and 2pm-4pm on a walk-in basis. We have seen nineteen patients and provided vaccines to three of those individuals. We treated five individuals for positive chlamydia through the clinic. 
· The routine immunization clinic continues on Tuesdays by appointment only. We offer one late night immunization clinic per month on the first Tuesday from 12pm – 7pm. We had 145 patients and administered 300 vaccines.
· Dr. servies commented that Kroger Pharmacies have contracts in place now with the state, to provide VFC vaccines for children 11 years old and up. 
· Our Health Educator provided:
· Two Narcan trainings at Life’s Journey Recovery Center’s events
· Vaping education to Lebanon High School, reaching approximately 140 students.
· Assistance to Montgomery County Health Department by certifying two of their nurses for IDOH’s HIV Program
· Attended District Workshops on Injury and Trauma Prevention
Covid-19 Updates

· There have been three reported COVID-19 related deaths.
· We continue to provide the COVID-19 vaccine on Tuesdays and Wednesdays by appointment only.
· We are continuing to supply at home COVID-19 tests to the public during business hours at the health department.
Influenza

· According to the IDOH’s Influenza dashboard, the most recent report, as of week ending May 4th, there is minimal activity in the state. There have been 238 influenza associated deaths, three were pediatric. Boone County had one reported influenza associated death.
· We have given a total of 608 flu vaccines this season.
Community Outreach
· We provided three in-school vaccinations clinic: one at Granville Wells Elementary, Thorntown Elementary and Lebanon High School, giving ninety-three vaccines.
· Dr. Wright asked if a child gets their first vaccine at a school clinic and it is a series of shots, how and where is their next vaccine scheduled. 
· We hosted our last monthly Boone County school nurses meeting for this school year. Our monthly meetings will begin again in the Fall for the 24-25 school year.
· We are currently in the 3rd year of our School Resource Grant from IDOH, and we continue to purchase equipment and supplies for our county school nursing clinics.

FOODS: 
· Pre-operational inspections: Gordito’s, Four Finger Distillery, Ice Cream Paradise, The Cubbard, LHS Softball Fields, Seashore Waterpark Concession Stand, phase 1 of Flying J, and Mels.
· Mobile Trucks: That Vegan Joint, The Sip Squad, and Wildfire 348.
· Complaints: Dominos, Rush on Main, Buffalo Wild Wings - Lebanon, Cracker Barrel.
· Fires: Good Omen had a spontaneous combustion and Loco Fresh Taco had a small stove fire. Both were closed for a few days to repair minimal damage.
· In March there were three temporary events and in April there were four events.

· Tuesday Trainings, hosted by IDOH: New Code Training, Wabash Valley Foods 104 training, New Jamestown Farmer’s Market Call out meeting, and Zionsville Farmers Market meeting with several new vendors.
HOUSING/ POOLS:
· In March, we hosted the first Boone County Pool School where our inspector presented to the pool operators in our county. It was well attended so we can't wait to host it again next year. 
· We received three new pool plan reviews: Holliday Farms, Jackson Run North, and Bridle Creek.
·  We have been very busy with Housing due to the weather getting nicer and more people outside. 
VECTOR CONTROL: 
· In March, we had six Animal bites reported. We tick dragged at five different locations and completed one larvicide treatment. We also completed surveillance at eight locations. 
·  In April, we took one submission of a raccoon head and one dog head to be tested for rabies to the state lab. We had fifteen animal bite reports. We tick dragged at nine locations including: Hussey-Mayfield Memorial Public Library - Whitestown Branch, Advance Conservation Club, Starkey Park and competed seven larvicide treatments including Abner Longly Park, Advance Park, and Anson Acres.
· We also gave one presentation to a girl scout troop and had one tattoo inspection.  
PREPARDENESS: 
· Safe Worship and Stop the Bleed Training will be held at the Fairgrounds on June 29th from 8am until noon. Everyone is welcome to take the training. 
OTHER NOTES: We attended IEHA spring conference. We also helped Boone County Solid Waste with their tox away event with over 600 vehicles coming through the line.
