He then asked Deborah that this was the first time he’d heard of the Highway Department going into that much detail on the slope and vegetation and what’s the background on that?  Deborah Luzier responded she wasn’t sure, unless they have provisions for visibility and that it’s maintained.  Sheldon Hutchens asked about why the 3:1 and the 4:1 slope?  Deborah Luzier responded that it is probably to maintain drainage and that the ditch stays clear.  Brent Henschen asked if the property could be split again and Deborah Luzier responded not unless the BZA and APC approval.
